b. Exposure to/will work closely with a manager in the area they are assigned
c. Opportunities for mentorship and connection with other graduate interns at Mayo Clinic Florida and the current Administrative Fellows
d. Mentorship opportunity/match with an administrative leader at Mayo Florida outside of the assigned preceptor
